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SUMMARY

" Team of “Russia’s strategic situation assessment” of China institute of contemporary internation-
al relations 2013 is a big year for Russia. Mr. Putin returned to the Kremlin, on the one hand, President
Putin manage to revitalize his country through comprehensive economic and social development and to show a
new image of Russia to the outside world, on the other. However, poor macroeconomic indicators highlights
deeper problems such as the unreasonable economic structure, lacking of endogenous dynamics of economic
development and sustainability. To stimulate economic growth, the Russian government has adopted a series of
measures, but does not have the expected results. Due to decline in Russia’s overall sirength, so diplomatic
victory in 2013 is a tactical rather than strategic. After the financial crisis, big countries are positively meeting
the challenges from new energy revolution, the new industrial revolution and national governance and so on,

The prospect for Russia’ s development is a matter of concemn.

Zhu Xiaozhong As more and more CEE countries joining the EU announced the transformation comple-
ted, researchers have begun to explore what kind of capitalism is being established in Central and Eastern Eu-
rope. Today Central and Eastern Europe has become the proving ground for relevant theories of varieties of capi-
talism of the West, but some scholars questioned increasingly if simple transplant or adaptation of western theo-
retical framework of capitalism is right. This paper briefly introduces several kinds of theory of varieties of capi-

Dai Yanmei During the Soviet era, national counter — terrorism mainly was in charge of five bureau of
the KGB.

Fu Jingjun Establishment of the Customs Union of Belarus, Kazakhstan and Russia on 1 January 2010
not only reflects the important trend of accelerating of CIS’ s internal economic integration, as well as Russia’s
strategic layout of integration of the post — Soviet space. The layered structure of regional trade among the
Customs Union mismatches institutionalized cooperation member states of the Customs Union. The fact that
